1. Architect’s “set” of drawings—this must meet the requirements already established for the rough draft but in finalized, revised form.  These will be printed on large poster paper and bound on the left hand side.

· Site Plan and Vicinity Map

· First Floor Plan

· Second Floor Plan (if applicable)
· Front and Rear Elevations

· Side Elevations

· Proposed Cost Spreadsheet

2. An accurate building-cost.net report.  This analysis of realistic costs to build your home will be shared with clients interested in the breakdown. 

3. Realtor listing to give potential clients. Important: All listings must be bilingual in order to appeal to a wider audience. Please see Erik for specific requirements. Use what you learn from Freakonomics to guide your word choice.

4. Inspiration board: Your chance to be creative and draw people to your table! Possible ideas include . . .

· Photos of houses inspired your design

· Photos of your favorite design elements

· Color schemes found in the house

· “Green” finishes that might attract different buyers

· Cost benefit analysis—why is your house worth paying more for? 

· Whatever you think will help you get the most bids! May the best house win! 

5. OPTIONAL: Laptop showing 3-D rendering of home created with Google Sketch-up. Be prepared to walk potential clients through this room by room—animate the flow so you can just click through.
In addition, each group will need to choose a name and a few of their best images to include on a slideshow that will loop on the large projector in the commons to help people compare and make their final decisions.
