Chem Matters protocol:

THE JOBS

Time keeper—make sure each conversation is about five minutes long.

Teacher’s assistant—give a more detailed explanation of the score assigned to each person with SPECIFIC examples of what was well done and what needs improvement
THE PROCEDURE

1. The time keeper will decide who goes first and look at the clock to start the time.
2. The first person will present the information he found most important/ exciting/ interesting from the article.  Feel free to ask questions of the presenter or add your own experience/ideas—this is supposed to be a discussion, not just a boring presentation. 
3. Each listener will fill out the organizer with five interesting facts they learn while actively listening to each presentation. After it is over, everyone will assign a score from 0-10 for the presenter. (Zero if they are unprepared and didn’t read their assigned article.) You will also score your own presentation and preparation. I trust you to be honest. Don’t try to give yourself a 10 if you didn’t read the article well. 
4. When the presenter has covered all he thinks is pertinent and all questions have been addressed, move on to the next person (should be about 5 minutes/presenter).
5. After all presentations are complete, put a star by the person you thought did the best job of explaining the chemistry of their article.

6. Starting after Spring Break, when all groups finish, three presenters will present to the entire class. You will also write five nuggets of knoweldge from their presenation. (They may bring any materials that will help them explain thoroughly, including visuals, hand outs, etc. This grade will be more heavily weighted than the typical assignment and will count as a project grade.)
7. Twice this semester, you will write a brief summary of your favorite Chem Matters article s far to inlcude on your DP.  Please include the title of the month so the article can be easily accessed.
